	Sexing and Characteristics:
	Sexing, in order to be accurate, needs to be done by probing.  Only an experienced individual should do probing. 

Myths for entertainment purposes only and are not reliable:

If the length of the tail is long and narrow it may be a male, but if it is short and thick it could be a female. 

	Mostly Active During:
	Night

	Substrate and Water Needs:
	The snake should be kept on a dry substrate, paper towels, newspaper. A large water bowl. 

	Lighting and UV:
	Under tank heating pad.  High watt bulbs, ceramic heating elements.   

	Temperatures and Humidity:
	The temperature should be kept around 87.  The humidity should be kept at around 60%. Dry and cool can cause respiratory problems. Mist regularly.

	Heating and Equipment:
	High watt bulbs, ceramic heating elements, under tank heating pads.

	Caging:
	The diameter of the enclosure should be about twice the total length of the snake.  In other words, if the snake is 3 feet long the enclosure can be 1½ x 1½ x 1½ x 1½, theoretically.

	Carnivorous

	Mice, rats, bunnies

	Maintenance:
	Clean water and paper towels whenever it’s dirty.
